Our Key
Stage 5 vocational and academic results were superb with 100% pass rate at A level and 90% of
all A level grades A*-C. Our Sixth From students have progressed on to study at several
prestigious Russell Group universities including the University of Oxford and University College
London, some of them have secured high profile apprenticeships and others have secured
exciting employment opportunities. We wish them good luck in their next steps.

Our GCSE results were the best the College has ever achieved and we are incredibly proud of
this cohort of young people.

Leave of absence requests

unlikely an absence over this length would be authorised and the College reserves the right to
issue a Fixed Penalty notice.
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Parking at College/ on Fox Street

If you collect or drop off your child in a car from Fox Street please observe the parking
restrictions and road safety. Please do not double park on Fox Street. Unfortunately, parents
are regularly parking on double yellow lines on both sides of the road. As you can image, the
road quickly becomes grid locked. This means that students who wish to cross Fox Street have
to walk out into the road between parked cars, with limited visibility.

We appreciate that there is limited space whilst dropping off/ waiting for your sons and daughters
but we would ask that, if possible, you car share with other families or make arrangements to
drop off or meet your child on an adjacent street. Thank you for your support. Itis vital that we
keep Fox Street and the College driveway safe for our students.

Student Identification

All students have been provided with new lanyards in their house colours. In the interests of
student security and safety students should wear their College identity card at all times in the
building; they need the card in the College restaurant, Library and Information Centre and to gain
access to the buildings. Please check that they have a card and a lanyard; replacements can be
purchased from the College Reception for £4.50 and £1.50 respectively.
